LRHS RULES FOR DANCES

1. Any student who has been suspended or expelled for the current school year will not be eligible
to attend LRHS dances.

2. Any guest attending the dance with a LRHS student must not be older than 21 years of age and not
be a middle school student.

3. Students or guests who leave during the dance will not be re-admitted.

4. Any inappropriate dancing will be addressed by LRHS Administration. Repeated violations could
result in removal from the dance.

5. Any student or guest using alcohol or any controlled or illegal substances are subject to all school
rules and regulations. Any students found in violation of the above rule will be removed from the
dance and disciplined in accordance with Wake county School Board Policy 6420 Level I11-1.
Parents will be called to escort the person(s) home. All students and their guests may be checked for
illegal or controlled substances prior to entry of the dance area.

6. Students removed or denied entry to the dance will not be given a refund.
7. ALL ATTENDEES MUST PRESENT VALID PICTURE ID AT THE REGISTRATION TABLE.

DRESS CODE

non-admittance. If a dress code violation(s) is noticed/occurs after admittance, student/attendee may be removed from the
dance.

Any other clothing
deemed inappropriate by the LRHS Administration will be addressed.
